SUMMARY

The present monograph entitled «kEconomic Development of Pakistan. The
Macroeconomic Analysis» is devoted to the period of Pakistan’s economy
from 1947 up to the 2012 and delivered by the Institute of Oriental Stud-
ies, Russian Academy of Sciences. The author of this monograph is a
well- known Russian expert on Pakistan Dr. Sergey N. Kamenev.

Although Pakistan starting from its early days has been attracting keen
interest of the economists, politicians, historians and sociological scholars
all over the world as well as attention of students and general public, just a
few books are dedicated to Pakistani economy from the creation of Paki-
stan in 1947 up to the first decade of the 21* century. Written in Russian,
this monograph will find its readers not only in the Russian Federation but
also in the newly created states of Central Asia and South Caucasus.

It may be said without big overstatement that the study of Pakistan is
one of the most developed fields in Russian oriental studies. The school
was founded in the 1950s by the well-known Professors Alexey M. Dia-
kov, Yury V. Gankovsky and Liudmila R. Gordon-Polonskaya.

Chapter One is devoted to the analysis of the main stages in the de-
velopment of the macroeconomic research works on Pakistan. One of the
central themes of this research is the unique choice to trace down the dy-
namic process of economic development of a newly created nation on the
political map of the world.

Another reason for the necessity to consider historiography of the mac-
roeconomic papers is related to the potential to analyse either full cycle of
reproduction of GDP or its different stages, i.e. production, distribution
and expenditure. Then one can find also an investigation of the factors of
economic growth, increase in efficiency of production, conceptual fore-
sight, model building and planning as well.

Chapter Two is dedicated to becoming and further development of the
System of National Accounts in Pakistan. The statistical accounts is an
important part of the whole economic system of any country and provide
an opportunity to see all the changes in all spheres of the national econ-
omy — agriculture, industry, infrastructure, services sector etc. That’s why
one can read in the above mentioned chapter a detailed process of the de-
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velopment of this statistics, which was especially noticeable in the 1960s
and 1970s of the last century. Then it was a perfecting different dimension
of the system of national accounts statistics.

Chapter Three is devoted to development of the Pakistan economy in
general macroeconomic level. One can find the difficulties of economic
development in 1950s and then an obvious success in GDP growth in
1960s including positive results of the «green revolution» and fast devel-
opment of large-scale and small-scale industries in this decade as well.
The author showed conspicuous ambiguity of economic reforms initiated
by the government of Zulfikar Ali Bhutto, including the mistakes related
to the nationalization of some banks, insurance and different branches of
small-scale industry that ultimately led to the military coup headed by
general Zia-ul-Haq. In 1980s he tried to give some impetus to the eco-
nomic development and extend the limits of the market economy and cut
the role of public sector as well. He aimed also to introduce the Islamic
principles into the modern economy of Pakistan, first of all by levying the
Islamic taxes ushr and zakat and then to establish an Islamic bank in the
country. First of all one can find out the political struggle between Benazir
Bhutto and Nawaz Sharif within the period of 1990s rather than the atten-
tion to real economic development of the country. So it wasn’t surprise
when once again the bloodless military coup took place in October 1999
and General Pervez Musharraf came to power. In the first decade of 21
century the growth rates showed remarkable growth and sometimes it ex-
ceeded 7 percent annually. But the President Asif Ali Zardari and civil
government headed by Syed Yusuf Raza Gilani were not in a position to
keep the growth rates on the same level due to the international economic
crisis of 2008-2009 and big floods in 2010 and 2011. The foreign aid and
remittances sent home by overseas Pakistanis gave first of all an opportu-
nity to reach growth rates in the first half of the second decade on the level
of 3—4 percent annually.

Chapter Four is dedicated to the analysis of the main spheres of
Pakistan economy — agriculture, industry and foreign trade. An analysis
of the industrial nature of GDP on the macroeconomic level, especially
in dynamics gives an opportunity to study the ratio between the different
branches of the economy and the specific development of the each
sphere. It reflects also the role of economic policy of the government, in
particular the results (or the absence of the results) of conducting eco-
nomic reforms in some areas of Pakistani society, the meaning of the
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implementation (or non-implementation) of the wide-ranging plans
aimed on the modernization of the economy taken as a whole, the level
of the retracting Pakistan economy in the World economy. The author is
analyzing rises and fall-downs in the process of the development of main
branches for a period of 65 years, the basis of these occurrences and the
perspectives of the further development. One can find also the changes
in the contribution of agriculture and industry in the GDP within the pe-
riod of independence.

Chapter Five contains research of demographic issues, first of all
growth rates of population, which reached 2.5-3% in average in the sec-
ond half of the last century. This parameter was noticeably visible in
1960s, that created serious difficulties on the way of economic develop-
ment and especially prevented the growth of per capita income. A special
attention was given to the employment in the main fields — agriculture,
industry and infrastructure and population migration, including remit-
tances from overseas Pakistani workers.

Chapter Six is devoted to complicated issues of savings, investment
and consumption in Pakistan. Aspiring to the fast modernization of the na-
tional economy and reaching high growth rates Pakistan took every efforts
to increase the saving rate during entire period of independence as well as
the rate of investment. Government of Pakistan tried to reduce expandable
part of GDP and summon up ultimate part of it for investment including
the attraction of foreign aid. The process of consumption has been studied
both regarding the basis of incomes of different strata of Pakistan’s society
and simultaneously with regards to the different expenditures for Pakistani
population’s food, clothing, shoes, education, health and other economic
and social sectors

Chapter Seven is dedicated to study of the USSR and Russia relations
with Pakistan. Soviet-Pakistani and Russia-Pakistani ties including eco-
nomic relations were dependent on our relations with India for a long pe-
riod of time. It should be noted that despite some improvement in Indo-
Pakistani ties after 2004 Russian-Pakistan contacts developed too slug-
gishly despite Pakistan’s desire to expand them in many spheres. Never-
theless in May 2014 Moscow decided at last to start selling different types
of armaments to Pakistan which means the beginning of a new epoch in
Russia-Pakistan relations.
